Family of Delhi woman

shot by eX-JD(U) legislator
donates her kidneys

The fanii ' of a 42-year-old woman from New Delln has

donated her kidneys after she was declared brain dead in a city

hospital ofa gunshot injury, doctors said Archana Gupta, an

arclutect, was hit by a bullet shot by former Jannta DallUnitedl

legislator Raju Singh during celebratory firing at New Year's

Eve party and died early on Thursday. The hospital said in a

statement that Gupta was brought to the emergency wing of

the hospital a little after midnight on New Year’s Day in an

extremely critical condition was declared braui dead by the

attending doctors on Wednesday at 2:30pm "The Delln Police

was informed and a rnedico.legal case was registered. Till

yesterday, Wednesday, 2nd January, the patient continued to

be in a critical state and on life support. Despite best efforts

by a team of doctors the patient could not be revived and was

declared brain dead on January 2nd 2019,” it said.The hospital
said the proposal to donate her organs was discussed with the

farnil after which they agreed to donate her kidneys. "Her

farnil displaying enormous strength and grit in their hour

of grief decided to donate her kidneys," it said One of Guptas
kidneys was sent to Apollo Hospital and the other given to

Fortis Flt Lt Rajan Dhall Hospital after the National Organ
and Tissue Transplant Organisation gave the approval. “We

thank the donor's family for recognizing the importance of

organ donation and are deeply appreciative of them to have

agreed for this niagnaninious and noble act in their hour of

DJB eyes groundwater
to bridge supply gap

before summer

The Delhi Jal Board (DJB! will tap into the city’s
groundwater supply to pump in around 100 nullion gallons per

day lMGDl water into its supply network. While the capital
needs around 1,100 MGD of water during the summer, at

present DJB
supphes

around 900 \IGD. ChiefMinister Arvind

KejnVVal, also the DJB chairperson
said the water utility would be

taking up at least four projects in

areas where the aquifers are close

to the ground. The projects would

he completed by March 2019

before the summer sets in, officials

said. The Central Ground Water

Board ICGW'BJ has identified six

locations on the Yamuna flood

plain between Vvazirabad and

Oklila, which has potential of 85 )IGD of water. The Delhi

ial Boardis already extracting some water from one or two

of the locations However, most of the water is untapped.
A consultant appointed by the DJB has identified fresh

water pockets in Dwarka. These fresh pockets would now

be developed to augment supply by 22 5 MLD . Kejrlwal has

already approved a bio-filtration technique that uses bacteria

to bring down ammonia levels ui groundwater. It would be

used to restart at least seven Ranney wells and around 125

bore wells in Delhi Once these non-functional rannev wells

are made functional, an additional 53 MLD of water would

be available. DJB officials and local MLAs in north and east

Delhi have been asked to identify areas where water table.

last year, which is the first

such project in Delhi being
implemented on the PPP

model, it was decided to carry

out slum rehabilitation on

the basis ofthe PPP model as

well, A policy in this regard
was approved by the DDA

last month.

Tarun Kapoor, the vice.

chairman of the DDA.

said, We have identified

23 slum clusters where we

plan to carry out in-situ

redevelopment We will

soon notify the policy under

which it will be carried out,

A private developer will

construct houses for slum

dwellers on the land. Close

to 30-40% of the land will

be kept by the developer for

commercial use. . we are

following the DUSIB s policy
for identifying genuine slum

dwellers and allotting flats

to them."

The 25 clusters are

located in Kalkaji Extension.
Ashok Vihar, sectors 18 and

19 in Rohini. Pitanipura.
Vikaspuri, Rirti Nagar,
Shaliriiar Bagh and Dilshad

Garden. The DDA has written

to the DUSIB to survey these

23 clusters so that it can

start the process to award

contracts.

“Once the survey is done,
we can hire a consultant to

prepare a detailed project
report and, based on it,
we can float the tender for

the project," a senior DDA

official said on condition of

anonymity.
in Delln, there are 675

slum clusters, of which a

majority are luider the DDA’s

jurisdiction, as these are

located on land either owned

by the DDA or the central

government. The DUSIB

has just 99 clusters under its

jurisdiction, a DUSIB official

It should also

have the provision ofinuuediate ole—seahng of sealed shops.
The CAIT has also demanded the Government to call upon

the Supreme Colin. to disband the Momtoi-ing Committee

in the wake of its dictatorial and undemocratic attitude.

Traders gathered at the Dhama raised strong slogans
against Momtonng Committee and sealing and also burnt

the effigy ofMonitaring Coninuttee.

Gold worth Rs 113

crore seized by customs

at Delhi airport in 2018

Southeast Asian countries seem to have become the

new hub of gold smuggling to lndia, data released by
the Customs department suggests. The data released on

Wednesday shows that gold worth Rs 113 crore was seized

from smugglers at the Delln airport in 201s —

more than

double the gold recoVered'in 2017 Senior officials said at

least 254't to 30”: ofthese cases had links to southeast Asian

countries. As per the data,340 cases ofgold smuggling were

reported in 2018 The customs seized 402.48 kilograms of

gold, valued at Rs 113.53 crore and arrested 252 persons.
in 2017, there were 215 cases of gold smuggling at the

Delhi airport. The customs ocdcials seized 242,5 kilograms.
